This being the process, we are turning to you in a request to send us (directly, details
attached) the full reviews you've received for the manuscript, including the referee's details.
Only evaluations written by external evaluators, and not by experts within the publication
house should be sent.

We are fully committed to discretion; the reviews as well as the identity of the reviewers will
be exposed to the committee members only, as customary at the ISF.

We thank you in advance for your willingness and cooperation.
